Those who need to use a trolley/buggy, holes 1st, 2nd, 3rd 4th 5th gth 7th 7 (th and
11th, are available for play using the 90 degree rule, you must follow the
directional signage and pathways where provided.

BOOKING TIMES

shorter daylight hours of winter.
